Although the ALAC preference was to have less “enforceability” and a lighter-weight proposal 
than preferred by some other groups in ICANN, they believe that the overall direction now 
being taken is acceptable. 
 
The Statement includes detailed comments on Sections: 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9. The statement 
also noted that: “Our general support notwithstanding, the ALAC would like to express its 
concerns with the current proposal, both at a conceptual and at a detailed level. We will also 
take this opportunity to comment on a number of options provided by the minority views and 
minority statements within the document.”
